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SCANDINAVIAN PHONETIC FEATURES OF THE GOTHIC LANGUAGE:

The idea that the Goths originated from Scandinavia was already expressed by the Gothic
historian Jordanes and was later confirmed by toponymic and archaeological evidence. In the pre-
sent article, the author addresses the question of Gothic-Scandinavian unity based on historical-
linguistic data that connect the Gothic language and Old Norse through shared phonetic changes.
At the end, some data pertaining to relative chronology will also be examined.
